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Invitational Women’s T20 Cricket Tournament 2026

Nagaon, April 29 : The 2nd Invitational T20 Prize Money Women’s Cricket Tournament,
organised by the Nowgong Sports Association in association with the Assam Cricket
Association, concluded today at Nurul Amin Stadium with the Nagaon team emerging as
champions, while Hojai finished as runners-up.

In the three-day four-team tournament, organised in a round-robin league format, Nagaon
secured full points by defeating Morigaon by nine wickets, Goalpara by 22 runs and Hojai by 28
runs in today’s rain-curtailed final league match. The home side won all three of their matches to
finish at the top of the points table, while Hojai secured second place with victories over
Goalpara by seven wickets and Morigaon by eight wickets.

In today’s final match, reduced to eight overs due to adverse weather conditions, Nagaon batted
first and scored 56 runs for the loss of three wickets in eight overs. Chayanika Saikia scored 17
runs, while captain Sangeeta Saikia remained unbeaten on 16. For Hojai, captain Rani Malakar
claimed two wickets and Ayna Sharma took one wicket.

In reply, Hojai could manage only 28 runs for the loss of five wickets in eight overs. For
Nagaon, Sangeeta Saikia and Dipshikha Bordoloi picked up two wickets each. Officiated by
umpires Bhaskar Hazarika and Yasinul Haque, the match saw Sangeeta Saikia being adjudged
Player of the Match.

The match between Goalpara and Morigaon scheduled for today was abandoned due to rain.

At the closing ceremony conducted by General Secretary of the Nowgong Sports Association,
Tapan Kumar Das, prizes were distributed in the presence of ACA Vice-President Romen Dutta,
Additional Commissioner of Nagaon district Gopal Sharma, former state cricketer and noted
social worker Navanita Sharma, Treasurer of the association Asim Kumar Bhawal, Joint
Secretary Ujjal Baruah and former player Rita Baidya Kakoti among others.

Disha Nath Sarkar of Hojai was awarded the Player of the Tournament title. It may be mentioned
that the cash prizes for today’s Player of the Match and Player of the Tournament awards were
sponsored by “Chak De Foundation” president Surajit Singh Sethi.
